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TIM BRETT  REVEALS THAT NEARLY 600 PEOPLE IN CLACKMANNANSHIRE TAKEN OUT OF INCOME TAX
 

Tim Brett, Liberal Democrat Candidate for Clackmannan and Dunblane in the upcoming elections for the Scottish Parliament, has revealed that over 28,000 people in the Clackmannanshire council area will pay reduced income tax from April this year, thanks to the Liberal Democrat-led increase in the personal tax allowance.
 

In addition, 580 people will not pay any income tax at all.
 

Liberal Democrats in the UK Government are working towards increasing the personal tax allowance to £10,000, meaning no-one will pay any tax on the first £10,000 they earn.
